VRNH Response: If you are already a vendor you do not need to fill that paperwork out for the 
proposal.

wrong to me so I want to ensure that I am not missing something.   
VRNH Response: This depends on your definition of a narrative.  The bureau would expect there 
to be a narrative explanation of the programming being proposed as a part of the Scope of work 
section.
