State Budget (HB 1 & HB 2)



Timing
1. State budget runs on 2 year cycle (“biennium”).
2. State budget preparation starts in even-numbered years.  Here is the preparation timeline:
3. March-October RSA 9:4 requires state agencies to prepare budget requests.
4. November-February the Governor considers his/her budget no later than February 15 in 

odd-numbered years.  [Note: RSA 9:2 Transmission to the Legislature. – Not later than February 15 of 
the year of each biennial legislative session, the governor shall transmit to the legislature a document to be 
known as a budget setting forth the governor's financial program for each of the fiscal years of the ensuing 
biennium and having the character and scope hereinafter set forth. 

5. February-March the House considers budget in odd-numbered years.
6. April-June the Senate considers budget in odd-numbered years.
7. June the House and Senate have Committees of Conference to finalize budget.
8. [Note: RSA 9:13 Fiscal Year. – The fiscal year of the state shall commence on the first day of July and end 

on the thirtieth day of June. This fiscal year shall be used for purposes of making appropriations and of 
financial reporting and shall be uniformly adopted by all departments of the state.]

HB 71 - AN ACT repealing a department of education report on chartered public school funding -
SIGNED INTO LAW 5/17/23.

HB 272 - AN ACT increasing chartered public school per pupil funding - ADOPTED AS PART OF 
STATE BUDGET.

HB 536 - AN ACT relative to the chartered public school joint legislative oversight committee, and 
relative to chartered public school use of unused district facilities - SIGNED INTO LAW 8/4/23.

HB 550 - AN ACT establishing a committee to study chartered public school dissolution - SIGNED 
INTO LAW 6/20/23.

HB 429 - AN ACT requiring the offering of breakfast and lunch in all public and chartered schools -
LAID ON THE TABLE 2/14/23.

HB 354 - AN ACT relative to chartered public school eligibility for state school building aid -
RETAINED IN HOUSE EDUCATION COMMITTEE.
