Complete record – including middle name and Town of Birth 

· Completely Random – no information can be gleaned from the number

· Caution when student is coming from another public school – they almost always have a SASID

· Caution assigning Sped Students placed out of district [SAU policy governs how these are assigned]

· PLEASE HELP US PREVENT DUPLICATES!!!!

Student Information System (ex. MMS, Web to School, etc..)

· Accurate, Timely data entry

· Enrollment status

· District and Town Responsible

· Entry Date – Exit Date 

Affects Major School Activities

· Funding – Average Daily Membership means $$

· AYP – Entry and Exit dates critical to performance and participation measures

· Dropouts and Completers – including Real-time Entry and Withdrawal

· Performance Pathways ability to produce accurate reports
