i4see – Sample NECAP and Alt Assessment Label Submission


The following describes a sample data submission for the NECAP and Alt Label Submission.

THIS SUBMISSION IS USED TO REGISTER STUDENTS FOR VARIOUS ASSESSMENTS AND TO PRODUCE LABELS WHEN NEEDED.  THE SECOND COLUMN, ASSESSMENT TYPE, IS USED TO DESIGNATE THE TYPE OF ASSESSMENT FOR WHICH THE STUDENT IS BEING REGISTERED. 
FOR EXAMPLE, NECAPfall, IS USED FOR THE NECAP TEST GIVEN IN THE FALL FOR GRADES 3-8. NECAPspr IS USED FOR NECAP TESTING IN THE SPRING OF THE YEAR AND NHalt DESIGNATES STUDENTS REGISTERING FOR THE ALTERNATIVE ASSESSMENT TESTING.
One of the benefits of a student level collection is the ability to produce labels that can be used on test booklets.  

To print labels for the NECAP, for example, schools may want to group their students so that the labels come to the school pre-sorted.  For example, if you provide the homeroom number of each student, then we can sort the labels by homeroom.

This submission will be used to identify the students in your schools and to group your students to help you distribute the test booklets.  The data will then be used to print the labels.  

The data dictionary found at the i4see home page www.ed.state.nh.us/i4see is the source to identify the various data submissions, such as the “NECAP and Alt Assessment Label Request” Submission.  The data dictionary will provide the description of the data elements.  All submissions should be comma separated variable files (.csv) files.

The following pages help to clarify the data required to submit for the NECAP and Alt Assessment Label Request Submission.  Examples of the data are provided with a description of the fields that may need clarification.  These are strictly examples.  


Scenario 1:   An elementary school is submitting records for their students and wants the labels grouped by homeroom.

This school decided to use the homeroom as the grouping identifier.  This field is a text field, and you can put any value that you want in the field.  The labels will be grouped by this value.  That is, all the labels for Room 103 (in this example) will be grouped together.  Within each grouping, the labels will be sorted by last name, first name and DOB.






















































































The grade of the student.











This SAU, District and School represent the location where the student is enrolled and will be taking the test. 








The student’s SASID # and DOB are used to identify the student and are printed on the label. The Assess-ment Type states the type of label request, for example: Spring NECAP, Alternative  Assessment, , etc.
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
