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1) Purpose and Scope
A) The purpose of this policy memorandum is to provide a description of the Department’s Seriously Deficient List and to describe the regulatory requirement for the List.
B) Included are procedures and deadlines to be followed by the New Hampshire Department of Education Bureau of Nutrition Programs and Services in maintaining the Department’s Seriously Deficient List and referring those on the List to FNS. 
2) Legal Requirements
Laws and regulations that serve as the basis for this policy include:

7CFR 226.6(c)(8)
3)  Department’s Seriously Deficient List definition

The Department’s Seriously Deficient List is a synopsis of information concerning seriously deficient institutions and providers terminated for cause in New Hampshire.
4) Maintenance of the Department’s Seriously Deficient List
The Department will maintain a Department Seriously Deficient List both on paper and in electronic format.  The list will be made available to FNS upon request, and includes the following information:
A) Institutions determined to be seriously deficient by the Department, including the names and mailing addresses of the institutions and the status of the institutions as they move through the possible subsequent stages of corrective action, proposed termination, suspension, agreement termination, and/or disqualification, as applicable;  
B) Responsible principals and individuals who have been disqualified from participation by the Department, including their names, mailing addresses, and dates of birth; and 
C) Day care home providers whose agreements have been terminated for cause by a sponsoring organization in the State, including their names, mailing addresses, and dates of birth.
5) Referral of disqualified day care homes to FNS
A) Within 10 days of receiving a notice of termination and disqualification from a sponsoring organization, the Department will provide the Northeast Regional Office of USDA’s Food and Nutrition Service (NERO) the name, mailing address, and date of birth of each day care home provider whose agreement is terminated for cause.  
6)  Prior lists of disqualified day care homes. 

A) If the Department’s Seriously Deficient include day care homes that were disqualified from participation prior to July 29, 2002, the Department may continue to prohibit participation by those day care homes. 
B) However, the Department will remove a day care home from its list no later than the time at which the Department determines that the serious deficiency(ies) that led to the day care home's placement on the list has(ve) been corrected (unless the day care home has failed to repay debts owed under the Program). 
C) If the day care home has failed to repay its debt, the Department may keep the day care home on its list until the debt has been repaid.
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
