A presentation was given by Principal Sharon Lampros and staff members from Somersworth High School on how the school uses evidence-based strategies and behaviors through teacher evaluation to improve student outcomes.

Commissioner Barry clarified the following task force expectations:

· Define teacher effectiveness; assure the definition has the rigor that is needed to develop a framework.  A consensus needs to be reached on the definition of teacher effectiveness. 

· The goal for each subcommittee is to determine emerging themes, variables that are based on research in order to provide recommendations for the next task force.  The next task force will continue the work to develop a framework for an effective evaluation system for educators.
Task force members reviewed the draft definition of teacher effectiveness and shared their feedback on suggested revisions to the definition.  For the next meeting on March 30, 2011, a small group of five task force members (including co-chairs Emma Rous and Karen Soule) will use the feedback provided to finalize the definition of teacher effectiveness.
